o strong knowledge of history, democratic processes, citizens’ rights and
responsibilities

o skills that encompass the ability to identify, explain, analyze and argue matters
relating to civic life, being critical thinkers and problem solvers, and empowered to
actively advocate and participate in their community

o values, virtues, and behaviors, such as respect for others, commitment to equality,
and capacity to value diverse opinions leading to a culturally diverse and informed
community.
