Laura is able to express herself in short sentences and answer simple “wh” questions (who, what, when) about activities of daily life, (e.g. What will we do next?) 60% of the time.  She can answer how/why questions 50% of the time. Her speech is very difficult to understand to unfamiliar listeners. She is very persistent and uses a combination of intonation patterns, gestures and signs to enhance her message.  In small group conversations conducted after listening to a modified grade level text Laura readily participates.  Laura can answer simple “Wh” questions (who, what, when, where) about characters, setting and events at 40% accuracy using visuals.  However, Laura will often give a silly or an off-topic answer. Laura does not yet answer “why” or “how questions about the text. [footnoteRef:1] [1:  Laura will have a separate goal for speaking and listening on answering “wh” questions including why and how. This goal is only focusing on answering “wh” questions for reading.]

When in a group and after listening to a modified grade level text Laura will answer wh questions (who, what, where and when) related to the text with 80% accuracy.
Short term objectives: 
· By January Laura will answer “wh” questions (who, what, where and when) related to a text she has listened to at 60% accuracy. 
· By April Laura will answer “wh” questions (who, what, where and when) related to a text she has listened to at 70 % accuracy.
