INTRODUCTION

State-offered ELL PD is provided in two formats: pre-recorded online and live onsite. Pre-recorded online training sessions are under two hours in duration and available to view at any time from any computer with access to the Internet. Live onsite trainings are whole-day sessions with a break for lunch. Locations for live onsite training are listed with each training event. Training locations are subject to change, so it is important to check the location when you register online and provide a valid e-mail address when registering. COST

Registration for live-onsite training workshops is required in order to ensure that adequate space is available for all participants. HOW TO REGISTER
