The NECAP Writing Assessment is designed

writing samples. This approach maintains our commitment to measuring actual writing rather
than merely indicators of writing ability gathered by answering multiple-choice questions. By
designing a test that asks fewer, but more involved questions that require more time to answer,
the NECAP writing test yields fewer total points than a test that could be given in the same
amount of time with all multiple-choice items. This poses some technical challenges that also
need to be considered when interpreting results, but we believe that this is appropriate in order to
obtainresults of st udent §he smallertnumbet of passibiletpdints gn.the writing
tests complicates the ability of the test to produce stable achievement level results from year to
year. For this reason results are reported to examine within-year achievement at the school,
district, and state level as opposed to across-year comparisons.
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
